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Case Counts for Influenza-Like Illness (ILI)

On June 20, 2009, MDCH began aggregate flu reporting for any flu-like illness which includes probable and confirmed cases of seasonal and novel (H1N1) influenza.
 For the 2-week period October 1, 2009, through October 13, 2009, DHD#10 received reports of 283 cases of ILI, primarily through established routine weekly school reporting. There were 90 cases of ILI reported during the same time period in 2008.
